Product assembly

Step 1 
Carefully unpack the carton, making sure all the parts  
are present before assembly. Before removing the existing  
fitting, carefully note the position of each set of wires.

Step 2 
Remove the fixing bracket (A) from the product by  
unscrewing the two finials (B) and retain for reuse.

Ensure there is a solid mounting surface to support  
the weight of the light fitting. Using the fixing bracket 
as a template, mark the position of the mounting holes.  
Drill holes and fit supplied wall plugs (C)  
(suitable for masonry only). 

Take care to avoid damaging any concealed wiring  
and pipes. Fix the bracket to the ceiling using supplied  
metal washers and screws (D).

Step 4 
Re-attach the product to the fixing bracket using the  
two finials removed in step 2 and tighten to secure. 
Take care not to trap any wiring.

Step 5 
To fit the shades (F), first remove the shade rings (G)  
from the threaded lampholders. Place the shades over  
the lampholders and refit the shade rings. Secure in place.

Step 6 
Fit the recommended bulbs (H) as per the details overleaf. 

Step 7 
Your light is now ready for use.

Note:  
The angle of the heads can be adjusted. Using the  
supplied tool (I), just loosen the knuckles on the arms,  
adjust to the appropriate angle and re-tighten the knuckles.

Step 3 
Having identified the household wiring from your existing  
light fitting, connect to the connection block (E) inside  
the product in the following way. Check that: 
You have correctly identified the house wires.
The connections are tight.
No loose strands have been left out of the connection block. 
The lid is closed securely over the teminal block.
