Product assembly
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Step 1

Refer to assembly diagrams right. Carefully unpack
the carton, making sure all the parts are present

before assembly. Before removing the existing fitting,
carefully note the position of each set of wires.
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Step 2

Remove the fixing bracket (A) from the product
by unscrewing the three side screws (B) and retain
for reuse.

Ensure there is a solid mounting surface to support the
weight of the light fitting. Using the fixing bracket as a
template, mark the position of the mounting holes. Drill holes
and fit supplied wall plugs (C) (suitable for masonry only.
For other surfaces use appropriate fixings). Take care to
avoid damaging any concealed wiring and pipes.

Using supplied screws (D) fix the bracket to

the wall as shown in fig.1. Note: ‘" must be

vertical and fixed to the wall first.

Having identified the household wiring from your existing
light fitting, connect to the connection block (E) inside
the product in the following way.

Making sure the stem is verical and the product is facing
downwards, re attach to the fixing bracket using the
three screws removed in step 2 and tighten to secure.
Take care not to trap any wiring.

Step 5
To attach the shade (F), first remove the

shade ring (G) from the threaded lampholder.

Place the shade over the lampholder and refit ﬁ
the shade ring. Tighten to secure.

Step 6 o

Fit the recommended bulb (H) as per the @W #
details overleaf.

Step 7 @ @ ‘45

Replace fuse or circuit breaker and switch on

using the push switch (1) Your light is now ready for use.

Note: The shade position can be adjusted. The arm position can also be adjusted by partially loosening
the thumb screws in the joints of the arm (J).

The shade may get hot. Only adjust after the fitting has been switched off for ten minutes.
