Product assembly

Step 1

Carefully unpack the carton, making sure all the parts are
present before assembly. Before removing the existing fitting,
carefully note the position of each set of wires. Please note:
installation maybe easier with the help of an assistant.

Step 2

Remove the fixing bracket (A) from the product by unscrewing

the two side screws (B) and retain for reuse. Ensure there is a

solid mounting surface to support the weight of the light fitting, '
Using the fixing bracket as a template, mark the position of the

mounting holes. Drill holes and fit supplied wall plugs (C) (suitable

for masonry only). Take care to avoid damaging any concealed

wiring and pipes. Fix the bracket to the ceiling using supplied screws (D).

Please note: This is a heavy product and appropriate ceiling fittings
MUST be used to support the weight.

Step 3

The hanging height of this product can be adjusted.
Work out the required height and remove chain links with
a pair of pliers. Pull the cable through the cord grip (E)
until the desired height is achieved. Ensure the weight of
the fitting is supported on the chain and not the cable.

Step 4 HOUSEHOLD SUPPLY LIGHT FITTING

Having identified the household wiring from your existing

light fitting, connect to the connection block inside the NEUTRAL BLUE (N)

product in the following way. Check that: o

You have correctly identified the house wires. FARTH OR METALLIC EARTH
. . CONNECTION

The connections are tight. SWITCHED LIVE BROWN ()

No loose strands have been left out of the connection block.

Step 5

Re attach the product to the fixing bracket using the
two screws removed in step 2 and tighten to secure.
Take care not to trap any wiring.

Step 6

Fit the glass panels (F) to the top of frame using the
supplied fixing screws (G) as shown in Fig. 1. Do not
tighten the fixing screws. When all the glass panels are in
place, adjust each panel to fit into the holes in the bottom
of the frame using the remaining fixing screws (H).
Fully tighten all the fixing screws to secure in place.

Step 7
Fit the recommended bulbs (1) as per the details overleaf.

Your light is now ready for use.
