• Before any maintenance 
operation, deactivate the 
appliance and disconnect 
the mains plug from the 
socket.

• Always use oven gloves to 
remove or insert accesso­
ries or ovenware.

• Do not operate the appli­
ance by means of an exter­
nal timer or separate re­
mote-control system.

• Metallic containers for food 
and beverages are not al­
lowed during microwave 
cooking.

• Only use utensils that are 
suitable for use in micro­
wave ovens.

• When heating food in plas­
tic or paper containers, 
keep an eye on the appli­
ance due to the possibility 
of ignition.

• The appliance is intended 
for heating food and bever­
ages. Drying of food or 
clothing and heating of 
warming pads, slippers, 
sponges, damp cloth and 
similar may lead to risk of 
injury, ignition or fire.

• If smoke is emitted, switch 
off or unplug the appliance 
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and keep the door closed 
in order to stifle any 
flames.

• Microwave heating of bev­
erages can result in de­
layed eruptive boiling. Care 
must be taken when han­
dling the container.

• The contents of feeding 
bottles and baby food jars 
shall be stirred or shaken 
and the temperature 
checked before consump­
tion, in order to avoid 
burns.

• Eggs in their shell and 
whole hard-boiled eggs 
should not be heated in the 
appliance since they may 
explode, even after micro­
wave heating has ended.

• Failure to maintain the ap­
pliance in a clean condition 
could lead to deterioration 
of the surface that could 
adversely affect the life of 

the appliance and possibly 
result in a hazardous situa­
tion.

• The temperature of acces­
sible surfaces may be high 
when the appliance is op­
erating.

• Do not activate the appli­
ance when it is empty. Met­
al parts inside the cavity 
can create electric arcing.

• The appliance should be 
cleaned regularly and any 
food deposits removed.

• Do not use a steam clean­
er to clean the appliance.

• Do not use harsh abrasive 
cleaners or sharp metal 
scrapers to clean the glass 
door since they can scratch 
the surface, which may re­
sult in shattering of the 
glass.

• The appliance must be op­
erated with the decorative 
door open (if applicable).

Installation
WARNING!

Only a qualified person must install this 
appliance.

• Remove all the packaging.
• Do not install or use a damaged 

appliance.
• Follow the installation instructions supplied 

with the appliance.

• Always take care when moving the 
appliance as it is heavy. Always use safety 
gloves and enclosed footwear.

• Do not pull the appliance by the handle.
• Keep the minimum distance from other 

appliances and units.

Electrical Connection

• Fat and food remaining in the appliance 
can cause fire and electric arcing when 
the microwave function operates.

• Clean the appliance with a moist soft 
cloth. Use only neutral detergents. Do not 
use abrasive products, abrasive cleaning 
pads, solvents or metal objects.

• If you use an oven spray, obey the safety 
instructions on the packaging.

Authorised Service Centre. Use original 
spare parts only.

These lamps are intended to withstand 
extreme physical conditions in household 
appliances, such as temperature, 
vibration, humidity, or are intended to 
signal information about the operational 
status of the appliance.

General Information
CAUTION!

Do not connect the appliance to adapters 
or extension leads. This can cause over­
loading and risk of fire.
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CAUTION!
The minimum installation height is 85 cm.

• The microwave is for built-in use only. It 
must be placed on a stable and flat 
surface.

• The cabinet can not have a back wall in 
the place where the microwave is located.

• Put the microwave far away from steam, 
hot air and water splashes.

• If the microwave is too close to a radio or 
TV set it may cause interference in the 
received signal.

• If you transport the microwave in the cold 
weather, do not activate it immediately 
after the installation. Let is stand in the 
room temperature and absorb the heat.

Electrical installation
This appliance is supplied with a main cable 
and main plug.
The cable has an earth wire with an earthing 
plug. The plug must be plugged into an outlet 
that is properly installed and earthed. In the 
event of an electrical short circuit, earthing re­
duces the risk of electric shock.

Installing the microwave
1. Check if the dimensions of the furniture 

meet the installation distances. 
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2. Put the template on the bottom of cabinet 
and check if it fits. If yes, mark the spots 
for screws. Remove the template and fix 
the bracket with the screws (A) in the 
marked spot.

3. Install the microwave. If you fixed the 
bracket, make sure it locks the back of 
the appliance. 
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4. Open the door and fix the microwave to 
the cabinet with a screw (B).

• Remove all the accessories from the 
appliance.

• Carefully clean the appliance cavity with a 
moist soft cloth.

Preheating
WARNING!

Preheat the empty appliance before first 
use.

1. Press  repeatedly to set the Grilling 
function . 

2. Let the appliance operate for 30 min to 
remove odour caused by the 
manufacturing process. 

3. Open the door and let it cool down. 
4. Clean the appliance cavity with a moist 

soft cloth and dry carefully. 
The appliance can emit an odour and smoke 
during the first few uses. This is normal and 
does not indicate any malfunction. Make sure 
that the airflow in the room is sufficient.

DAILY USE

WARNING!

General information about using the 
appliance
• After you deactivate the appliance, leave 

the food for several minutes.
• Remove the aluminium foil packaging, 

metal containers, etc. before you prepare 
the food.

Cooking 
• Cook food covered with a material suitable 

for use in the microwave. Cook food 
without a cover only if you want to keep it 
crusty.

• Do not overcook the dishes by choosing 
too high power settings and too long 
cooking time. The food can dry out, burn 
or cause fire.

• Do not use the appliance to cook eggs or 
snails in their shells as they may explode. 
With fried eggs, pierce the yolks first.

• Pierce the skin or peel of potatoes, 
tomatoes, sausages and similar types of 
food with a fork several times before 
cooking so that the food does not burst.

• For chilled or frozen food, set a longer 
cooking time.

• Dishes with sauce must be stirred from 
time to time.

• Vegetables that have a firm structure, 
such as carrots, peas or cauliflower, must 
be cooked in water.

• Turn larger pieces of food halfway through 
the cooking process.

• If possible, cut vegetables into similar-
sized pieces.

• Use flat, wide dishes.
• Do not use cookware made of porcelain, 

ceramic or earthenware with unglazed 
bottoms or small openings, for example, 
on handles. Moisture may get into these 
openings causing the cookware to crack 
when heated up.

• The glass cooking tray is necessary for 
the operation of the microwave. Place the 
food or liquids on it.
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Defrosting meat, poultry, fish
• Put frozen, unwrapped food on a small 

angled plate with a container below so that 
the defrosting liquid collects in the 
container.

• Turn the food halfway through the 
defrosting time. If possible, separate and 
then remove the pieces that started to 
defrost.

Defrosting butter, portions of gateau, 
quark
• Do not fully defrost the food in the 

appliance, but let it defrost at room 
temperature. It gives a more even result. 
Remove all metal or aluminium packaging 
before defrosting.

Defrosting fruit, vegetables
• If fruit and vegetables should remain raw, 

do not defrost them fully in the appliance. 
Let them defrost at room temperature.

• To cook fruit and vegetables without 
defrosting them first use a higher 
microwave power.

Ready meals
• You can prepare ready meals in the 

appliance only if their packaging is 
suitable for microwave use.

• You must follow the manufacturer's 
instructions printed on the packaging (e.g. 
remove the metal cover and pierce the 
plastic film).

2. Press  or  to set the cooking time. 

3. Press  to confirm and activate the 
microwave. 

To cancel the settings press .
To deactivate the microwave:
• wait until the microwave deactivates auto­

matically, when the time comes to an end. 
The display shows 0:00.

• open the door. The microwave stops auto­
matically. Close the door and press  to 
continue to cook.

Quick Start
 The maximum cooking time is 95 mi­

nutes.

You can quickly activate the microwave in the 
following ways.

Multistage cooking
You can set the appliance to run functions se­
quentially. Cooking can be done in up to 
three stages, and if one of them is defrosting, 
it must be set as the first stage.
Example: Defrost and Microwave:

1. Press  and choose the food. 

2. Press  or  to select the weight. 

3. Press  or  to set the power level. 

4. Press  or  to set the cooking time. 
In order to set third stage, repeat steps 3 and 
4.

5. Press  to confirm. 
The display counts down the time. When you 
hear an acoustic signal during the defrosting 
mode, turn over or rearrange the food.

Favourite
You can save 3 Favourite settings.
Use this function to save a setting that you of­
ten use with the microwave.
1. Set the function and parameters you want 

to save. 

Refer to the procedure for the function you 
want to set.

2. Press  and hold for 2 seconds. An 
acoustic signal sounds. 

3. Press  to confirm and save. 

You can modify saved favourites. Press 
and change the function or parameters using 
the same procedure.

Inserting the turntable set
CAUTION!

Do not cook food without the turntable 
set. Use only the turntable set provided 
with the microwave.

 Never cook food directly on the glass 
cooking tray.

ADDITIONAL FUNCTIONS

Child Safety Lock
The Child Safety Lock prevents an accidental 
operation of the microwave.

Press and hold  for 3 seconds. 
An acoustic signal sounds.
When the Child Safety Lock is active the dis­
play shows .
To deactivate the Child Safety Lock press 
and hold  for 3 seconds. 
An acoustic signal sounds.

Kitchen Timer
You can set a maximum 95 minutes.

 When the Kitchen Timer function is ac­
tive no other programme can be set.

1. Press . 
2. Press the Setting pads to set the time. 
After 2 seconds the timer starts automatically.
The Timer stops working when you open the 
door or pause the appliance. When you con­
tinue to cook the timer returns to the previous 
set time.
When the set time is reached, an acoustic 
signal sounds.

Setting the Clock
 You can set the time in 12 hour or 24 

hour clock system.

1. Press  until 12H or 24H format is 
displayed. 

2. Press Setting pads to enter the amount of 
hours. 

3. Press  to confirm. 
4. Press Setting pads to enter the amount of 

minutes. 

5. Press  to confirm. 

 If you do not want the clock visible on 
the display, press  until the display 
shows OFF and press  to confirm. The 
display shows 00:00 and turns off automati­
cally after 5 min.

Muting the touch key sound
The function allows to mute the touch key 
sound.
1. Open the door. 

2. Press and hold  and press 
simultaneously. OFF is displayed. 

3. Close the door.

Tips for the microwave cooking
Table title

Problem Remedy

You cannot find details on the amount of 
food prepared.

Look for a similar type of food. Increase or shorten the 
length of the cooking times according to the following 
rule:
• Double the amount almost double the time.
• Half the amount is a half time.

The food got too dry. Set a shorter cooking time or select a lower microwave 
power.

The food is not defrosted, hot or cooked 
when the time ends.

Set a longer cooking time or a higher power. Note that 
large dishes need a longer time.

After the cooking time ends, the food is 
overheated on the outside, but still not 
ready inside.

Next time set a lower power and a longer time. Stir liq­
uids halfway through, e.g. soup.

Rice cooking results are poor. To get better results for rice use a flat, wide dish.

Defrosting
Always defrost roast fat side down.
Do not defrost covered meat as it may cause 
cooking instead of defrosting.
Always defrost whole poultry breast side 
down.

Cooking
Always remove chilled meat and poultry from 
the refrigerator at least 30 minutes before 
cooking.
Let the meat, poultry, fish and vegetables 
stay covered after cooking.
Brush a little oil or melted butter over the fish.
All vegetables should be cooked at the full 
microwave power.
Add 30 - 45 ml of cold water for every 250 g 
of vegetables.
Cut fresh vegetables into even sized pieces 
before cooking. Cook all vegetables with a 
cover on the container.

Reheating
When you reheat packed ready meals always 
follow the instruction written on the packag­
ing.

Grilling
Grill flat food items in the middle of the grill 
rack.
Turn the food over halfway through the set 
time and continue grilling.

Combi Cooking
Use Combi Cooking to keep the crispness of 
certain foods.
Halfway through the cooking time turn the 
foods over and then continue cooking.
There are 2 modes for Combi Cooking. Each 
mode combines the microwave and the grill 
functions at different time periods and power 
levels.
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CARE AND CLEANING

WARNING!
Refer to Safety chapters.

Notes and tips on cleaning
• Clean the front of the appliance with a soft 

cloth with warm water and a cleaning 
agent.

• To clean metal surfaces, use a usual 
cleaning agent.

• Clean the interior of the appliance after 
each use to keep it in good condition. 
Remove food remains regularly. Make 
sure to get rid of excess steam/humidity.

• Clean stubborn dirt with a special cleaner.
• Clean all accessories regularly and let 

them dry. Use a soft cloth with warm water 
and a cleaning agent.

• To soften the remains that are hard to 
remove boil a glass of water at the full 
microwave power for 2 to 3 minutes.

• To remove odours, mix a glass of water 
with 2 tsp of lemon juice and boil at full 
microwave power for 5 minutes.

How to use: Aqua Clean
This cleaning procedure uses humidity to re­
move remaining fat and food particles from 
the appliance.
1. Place a glass containing 200 ml of water 

in the center of the glass cooking tray. 
2. Set the power to 900 W. 
3. Let the appliance work for 3 min. 
4. Wait until the appliance is cold. Dry the 

cavity with a soft cloth.

What to do if...

The appliance does not 
operate. The appliance is not plugged in. Plug in the appliance.

The appliance does not 
operate. Lack of Electrical Power Supply.

Check the fuse or the main switch. 
If the fuse or the switch continue to 
break the circuit, contact a qualified 
electrician.

The appliance does not 
operate. The door is not closed properly. Make sure that nothing blocks the 

door.

The lamp does not op­
erate. The lamp is defective. The lamp has to be replaced.

The display shows . The Child Safety Lock is active.
Deactivate the Child Safety Lock. 
Hold  for 3 seconds.

There is sparking in the 
cavity.

There is a metal dish or a dish with 
a metal trim inside.

Remove the dish from the appli­
ance.

There is sparking in the 
cavity.

There is a metal skewer or some 
aluminium foil inside that touches 
the interior walls.

Make sure that the skewer or foil 
does not touch the interior walls.
